LOCAL

The concept of “LOCAL” arises from the
interplay of physical processes and
time. According to the laws of physics,
heterogeneous matter blends and
gravitates towards a state of equilibrium.
However, its motion is impeded by
various obstacles. The universe’s demise
would be marked by the moment when
everything blends into a single entity.
Until then, differences persist between
distinct parts of the universe. It is

these distinctions that give rise to what
can be described as the notion of
“LOCAL” on Earth.

Life on Earth, whether originating
from a single instance or from multiple
origins, has resulted in the diverse
array of species present today. Similarly,
humanity descended from a single
ancestor and has since spread across
the globe. Across distinct geograph-
ical regions, varying natural environ-
ments inhabited by different peoples
have shaped diverse cultures and
experiences. When they come together,
these diverse elements contribute to
the unique character, or “locality” of
a specific place.

The term “LOCAL” is inherently
neutral, yet it also describes an area
outside the central hub. These local re-
gions are vulnerable to marginalization
in the face of centralization. The
decline of these regions ultimately jeop-
ardizes the stability of the center itself.
Currently, Korea is experiencing a pro-
nounced imbalance.

Bonjoo, a playwright and director of
the theater company Project Vievie,
delves into the meaning of “survival”
from various perspectives. Her works,
born from meticulous observations

of environments that test the limits of
endurance, explore themes of violence
and memory, and ultimately focus on
stories about “living, enduring, and
surviving.”

Can we ever truly be free from
violence? This question lies at the heart
of Record of Crossing the Motoyasu
River with a Turtle in August, an auto-
biographical exploration of the endur-
ing impact of war. The play follows the
story of Irae, a 13-year-old child
journalist who, in the spring of 1997,
attends a groundbreaking ceremony
for the relocation of a memorial dedi-
cated to the Korean victims of the
atomic bombs dropped on Japan.
Amidst the heat of the unexpectedly
hot day, Irae encounters a peculiar
storyteller: the turtle statue Kame-kun,
who carries the memorial on its
back. Kame-kun recounts a haunting
tale about a dog and a laborer who
vanished without a trace in a boiling
river during the bombing. Seen through
Irae’s 13-year-old eyes, the remnants
of war resurface, revealing the unre-
solved fractures in history that still call
for reflection.

He has collaborated with director
Myeongmin Shin of the creative collec-
tive LAS, creating works that highlight
the inner turmoil of individuals left in
the wake of such events.

Lee received the Hankook llbo’s New
Year’s Literary Award in the play cate-
gory for Rabbit Hunting.

The Emotion Lab explores the
complexities of human interaction by
examining the relationship between
two characters who are both fixed on
the past. Seongjoo, a librarian at
a public library, and Yeojak have led
a book club for eight years without
ever crossing each other’s personal
boundaries. When Seongjoo discovers
that Yeojak is the sole member to
sign up for the upcoming session,
Seongjoo proposes a hiatus. However,
Yeojak, who is battling lung cancer,
makes a heartfelt request for one final
book club meeting. Seongjoo agrees,
and the two begin an unofficial weekly
gathering every Friday. Playwright
Kyeongheon Lee, known for exploring
the bond between individuals coping
with the loss of loved ones who died by
suicide in Marrying Libraries, uses this
new work to further investigate the
nature of human relationships.

Their
artistic focus consistently revolves
around the themes of “improvement”
and “progress,” delving into the
complexities of individual emotions,
traumas, and relationships.

Special Exhibition ‘Dali, Gala’ blurs
the lines between “exhibition” and
“performance,” offering a captivating
exploration of the extraordinary love
story between Salvador Dali and
his muse, Gala. Their unconventional
relationship, defying societal norms,
serves as a mirror reflecting the desires
and anxieties of individuals across
time. Artist Cho and Kim presents
a unique perspective, portraying Dali
and Gala as “disagreeable” figures,
intentionally challenging the audience’s
expectations and resisting the
temptation to present them under
a moral, likeable cover. Through
innovative spatial design and directorial
choices, Cho allows the audience to
actively engage with the story as they
move freely within the theater, much
like visitors exploring an art museum.

Playwright and director Sohee Youn
explores the concept of time’s fluidity.
Her plays, set in the near future,

delve into stories where time'’s passage
varies among individuals and are
inspired by her own experiences.

No End, Only Silence is a disaster
narrative and a fable devoid of any
lesson. As the world faces imminent
destruction, Wheel is denied access
to an evacuation spaceship because
of his wheelchair, and Ban is turned
away for being accompanied by
an unidentified pet. As they face an
uncertain future, a parallel narrative
unfolds aboard the spaceship. On-
board, a boy and a girl, who concealed
their scars to gain entry, are unable to
find seats. As they wait for the impend-
ing, yet unknown, end of the world,
they talk about “the future that came
first,” while those who wander talk
about “the repeating past.” Sohee Youn
invites the audience to contemplate
an unendurable future where time,
unlike in capitalism, holds no value and
beginnings and endings are uncertain.

Her play, An Interview for Nazanin,
which explores the experiences of
Iranian women living under the hijab,
won the Best Play Award at the
2022 Byucksan Art Awards.

Keeping Up with Angelina Jolie
tells the story of women who have
undergone mastectomies. The play’s
protagonist, Munsol, is diagnosed
with breast cancer at an early age.

She is referred to the department of
plastic surgery after her surgery, where
her doctor nonchalantly informs

her about silicone implants for breast
reconstruction. Munsol, who had faced
a life-threatening diagnosis, finds
herself deciding whether to opt for
silicone implants or not. Playwright Sue
Lee draws on extensive research,
interviews, and personal experience to
explore the societal pressures that lead
women to opt for reconstruction.

The play questions the societal notion
that breasts are merely objects for
reconstruction, examining their deeper
meaning even after a cancer diagnosis.

She
utilizes a poetic style of expression to
create theatrical experiences that serve
as both a medium for discourse and
a platform for personal narratives to
forge connections between individuals.

Sirak Gim is an interdisciplinary
artist who is driven by a multi-sensory
approach, prioritizing embodied experi-
ence over the purely visual. With a
keen interest in sound, movement, and
narrative, he seeks innovative ways to
integrate diverse sensory elements.

Actor and theater artist Soojin Choi
explores the body’s intricate responses
to nuanced stimuli. She focuses on
capturing fleeting sensations and the
ephemeral nature of memory.

Time from Water and Bones is both
a poem and a play exploring loss and
absence, as experienced through
body, mind, and the senses. In the
distance, rhinos disappear and pebbles
erode, all in the time it takes for water
to evaporate. Against a backdrop
of cosmic decay, violence, disaster,
and war, the three creators step out
of their lives and onto the stage.
They confront their own mortality and
fleeting moments with a performance
that, itself, is also ephemeral. The
theater is filled with the sounds of
extinction, marking the passage of time
with water and bones. Will even this
play disappear? As the play concludes
and the audience disperses, the
encounter lingers as a reminder of our
own impermanence.

It tells the story of two
teenage immigrants, Boy B and Girl G,
who find solace in each other after
arriving in the United States as
children. When G becomes a citizen,
she intends to marry B to secure his
legal status. However, as time passes,
this plan begins to create cracks in
their bond, ultimately threatening their
relationship.

A “sanctuary city” is a term com-
monly used in the United States to
refer to a city that welcomes undocu-
mented immigrants. This play focuses
on the lives of young immigrants
grappling with issues of gender identity,
legal status, and other uncertainties.

It explores their experiences with love,
friendship, and the conflict between
their dreams and reality.

Endlings is a celebrated work by
award-winning filmmaker and
playwright Celine Song, known for her
acclaimed movie Past Lives. Set in
Manjaedo Island, Korea, three elderly
haenyeo (female divers) dedicate their
final days to harvesting seafood, up-
holding a thousand-year-old tradition
that is facing extinction. On the other
side of the globe in Manhattan,
Korean-Canadian playwright Hayoung,
who immigrated from Korea to Canada
and then from Canada to the United
States, wrestles with the complexities
of having to write a “genuine” story
about her identity. But who is she,
really? Can she write about herself
without succumbing to self-promotion?
Through the narratives of the
haenyeo and Hayoung, the play delves
into how diverse identities interact,
clash, and ultimately shape the lives of
individuals within their communities.

Gwangjang Market, a historic landmark
dating back to the Joseon Dynasty,
has long provided shelter and food to
military troops, merchants, and
shoppers. Today, it stands as Seoul’s
iconic food market, attracting both
local residents and tourists alike.

The musical Gwangjang Market
uses the titular market and the Jongno
5-ga area as a backdrop to explore
the lives of those navigating Seoul’s
rapid transformation. It details
the stories of foreign female workers,
highlighting their labor and lives,
often hidden behind the simple act of
serving a hearty bowl of rice.

Many people leave home in search
of their own personal El Dorado,
only to discover that their aspirations
are nothing more than mere “dreams,”
never meant to come true. Gwangjang
Market is a place where people find
those dreams. Aung, a migrant from
Myanmar, finds herself at the heart
of this bustling market. Having initially
abandoned her dreams to support
herself by delivering food, Aung sets
off to realize her dream once again,
inspired by the warmth of the very food
she delivers.
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4.13 The gothic extra girl

Space111 Joint Project

The gothic extra girl examines the
aftermath of a murder, exploring

the pain and turmoil experienced by the
families left behind. The play centers
around a murder case in which the
perpetrator, after committing the crime
for unknown reasons, takes her own
life. This production was recognized as
the “New Work of the Year in the Cradle
of 2022 Performing Arts Creation.”

Soomin, the twin sister of the
murderer, conceals her true feelings
behind an all-black gothic metal
facade. Ironically, as she takes on the
responsibilities of her sister, she
sheds her formerly isolated life and
steps into the public eye.

The play tells the story of Soomin,
a young woman who breaks free from
the weight of someone else’s burden.
Its message is that our battered
lives can find new meaning when we
confront the scars of others and tend
to them.

The gothic extra girl features live
music and accompaniment that
enhance the psychological depth of
the characters and respond in real-
time to the actors, thereby propelling
the story forward. Korean subtitles
are available for all performances,
and select shows offer closed audio
descriptions.

A Joke about Burnout is a B-grade
black comedy that satirizes the
worsening conditions of the Korean
labor market. The play centers around
a group of overworked employees

at a startup company that runs

Zealand writer Diana Clarke’s novel of
the same title, tells the story of twin
sisters, Rose and Lily, as they grapple
with eating disorders. Through the two
characters’ struggles with body issues,
the play focuses on the themes of
female desire, repulsion, and the power
of female solidarity in overcoming
adversity.
